1. Ladakh, a cold desert at an altitude of 3,000-3,500 metres above sea level, has 

a low normal annual rainfall rate of 50 mm. Agriculture here is completely 

reliant on glacier melt unlike the rest of river/monsoon fed India. But over the 

years with swelling effects of climate change has lent us drought situations. 

In these areas, layers of ice above melt with increasing temperature thus 

ensuring unceasing supply to the fields. Thus, farmers are able to manage two 

crops instead of one. It costs about ` 1,50,000 and above to create one. 

2. Fondly called the “glacier man”, Mr. Norphel has designed over 15 artificial 

glaciers in and around Leh since 1987. In recognition of his revolutionary 

attempt, he was awarded the Padma Shri by President Pranab Mukherjee, in 

2015.
